VP DISPLAY TIPS

Each VP display will be set up on a 30” x 72” table (2 tables allotted for 2nd year VP exit shows). Burlap table cloths, pedestals of varying heights and sizes and plate/platter stands will be available.  Choose 10 or more pieces for your display, depending on size. Find a suitable countertop or table at home to tastefully stage your display within the space dimensions you will have to work with at the Guild. 

Choose your best work for your show. A simple bowl, well thrown, well balanced, with a well-trimmed foot and a nice glaze is preferable to a more complex piece with an ill-fitting lid, a poorly pulled handle, or a heavy bottom, for example.

Avoid embellishments such as flowers in vases, utensils, etc. Your display is not an exercise in interior decoration. Your pots will be lifted, handled, turned upside-down, and examined by others. Make it easy.

Select a variety of forms and sizes for your display that demonstrate your competency in throwing, trimming, adding attachments, altering your pots, glazing, etc. Include similarly glazed sets of pots, groups of pots that illustrate the exploration of a theme or an idea, or other arrangement.

Avoid overcrowding. Give enough space to each individual piece for it to stand on its own. The quality of the pieces is more important than the quantity.

Group your pots according to color palette for best effect. For example, group blue and green pots on one part of the table, red and brown pots on another part of the table.

For applicants for a second VP term and for 2nd year VP exit shows, present only work created since your last show. Your progress as a potter will be paramount in evaluating your work.

A representative of the Membership Committee will be available to assist you in setting up your display at the designated time.
